Priority areas of activity of the INTOSAI Working Group on Key National Indicators for 2013-2016

1. Further development of the White Paper on KNI and Principles for the development and use of KNI.
2. Pilot audits aimed at evaluating strategies for the national (regional) development with application of key sustainability indicators (as a second phase of the subproject "Analysis of opportunities on the use of KNI for international comparisons in the context of sustainable development and recommendations").
3. Collection, systematization and comparative analysis of key national indicators of the members of the INTOSAI Working Group on KNI.
4. Development of approaches and methods for the organization of trainings for SAIs’ staff on the use of KNIs in audit activities.
5. Continuation of the subproject of the Expert Group on KNIs of the SAIs of the CIS Member States.
6. Methodological and information support of the KNIs identification for the evaluation of the imbalances of the global economy.
7. Development of cooperation in the sphere of progress measurement with relevant international organizations. Widening the scope of cooperation with the OECD, WB, WEF, and other institutions, including exchange of information and possible WG members’ participation in the preparation of reports on national welfare and development prospects.
8. The research on the use of KNIs in the evaluation of the effectiveness of national public procurement systems as a tool for implementation of strategic objectives of the socio-economic development.
9. Support and further development of the Knowledge Base on KNI.
10. Development of technology based information tools for selection and assessment of KNI, including the visualization of research results.
11. Analysis of possibilities for the use of INTOSAI Working Group on KNI results for national economic development comparisons with regard to the experience of the mutual monitoring of the balanced sustainable development of G-20 countries.
